· Sunday, July 19th schedule overview:
6:00 am 
   Grounds open for set up

7:00 - 9:30 am    Free welcome breakfast, Fisher Community Center room A

10 am - 4 pm
    Festival open to the public

· Check-in & unloading:
Drive into Main Entrance; receive artist’s badge, survey & event guide. Drive to an area near your booth location for unloading. Vehicles & trailers must be off the grounds by 9:30. 

· Parking:

Booths #1-31     Park in area north of pond on a first-come-first-served basis.
Booths #32-59   Park in overflow lot located 1 block west of the community center property.
                         Golf cart shuttle will be available beginning at 9 am. 

· Judging

Our team of judges will conduct their review between 9:30 and 11:00 am., seeking winners for 1st and 2nd place in both 2-D and 3-D categories and overall best of show. Please be set up and ready by 9:30; winners will be announced at 11:30.
· Sales tax
It is your responsibility to collect and report sales tax; the local rate it 7%.
· Festival Bucks

Through out the day, there will be drawings for $25 certificates to encourage festival attendees to buy artwork! Please treat as cash but do not give change.  Keep any certificates in order to receive reimbursement.
· Food & entertainment

To KEEP festival attendees at the event, 9 food vendors will offer Hispanic, Italian, Cajun, BBQ, pizza, sweets & treats. Live entertainment is scheduled on 3 stages throughout the day. 
· Wrap-up

Please remain open until 4:00 pm.  Volunteers will collect “Festival Buck” certificates and surveys. 

· Severe weather
