Food & Beverage Vendor Policies
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Booth
· Vendor is responsible for own physical booth – tent, trailer, shelter etc. 
· All signage must be affixed to the booth.
· Guy wires must be visibly identified to avoid accidents.
· Please be prepared for all weather conditions. The Festival will be held rain, wind, or shine.  
· Vendor will set up on Sunday morning, July 19, 2009, at the Fisher Community Center, 709 S. Center Street, Marshalltown, Iowa, prior to 10:00 a.m.
· Vendor must be prepared to sell during the entire operating hours of the Festival – 10 a.m. – 4 p.m.
· The Festival committee shall determine the location of the Vendor’s booth.
· Vendor will keep the booth and surrounding areas clean at all times.
· All menu items and their prices must be clearly posted.
· Vendors must provide their own garbage cans and bags.
· Seating for patrons will be provided in a central location.

Fees
· Registration fees of $50 for commercial vendors and $25 for non-profit groups are payable in advance with this application.
· Vendors will be notified in writing of their acceptance.  In the event that a Vendor is not accepted, the registration fee will be refunded.
· Vendors are responsible for collecting and paying all related sales tax.  Vendor certifies that it is registered with the Iowa Department of Revenue to collect sales tax.
· Vendors shall retain all proceeds from the sale of its products.

Insurance
· Vendor will provide a copy of applicable liability insurance.  Vendor agrees to indemnify and hold the Festival Committee, Fisher Community Center, and all sponsoring agencies harmless from all claims, damages, costs, and liabilities that arise from or in connection with Vendor’s acts or omissions under this agreement.
· The Festival Committee is not responsible for the loss or damage of Vendor’s property, equipment, or supplies, whether attributable to theft, vandalism, spoilage, weather, or any other cause.

Electricity and Water
